CSM was followed by Regis, Colorado Christian,
Chadron State and UC-Colorado Springs.

UPNEXT: CSM will return home for a games against CSU-Pueblo on Friday night and Adams State on
Saturday. Both games are slated for 8:00 pm in Volk Gym.

LAST WEEK: CSM won apair of games. On Dec. 29, the Orediggers knocked off TexasA&M
Commerce, 84-80, on Friday night at Metro State and St. Francis (l11.), 74-56, on Saturday at home.
Sophomore guard Kyle Pape scored 31 pointsin Friday’s win, while senior forward |an Elseth recorded a
career-high 25 pointsin Saturday’s win.

ABOUT FORT LEWIS: FLC is 9-3 overall and 2-1 in the RMAC. Tim Bieri leads the team in scoring
(17.3 ppg) and rebounding (7.3 rpg) and leads the conference with 18 blocked shots. Devon Manning chips
in 15.3 points and 3.3 rebounds per game, while Ryan Jameson adds 9.9 points per night. As ateam, the
Skyhawks average 77.7 points per game and shoot 51 percent from the floor, 40 percent from three-point
land and 69 percent at the charity stripe.
